SSUNDAY’S REFLECTION  
PHILIPPIANS 3:20-4:1 
Paul exhorts us to make the choice to allow change. “[Jesus] will 
change our lowly body to conform with his glorified body.” We are 
invited to undergo change so that our being is capable of 
participating God’s being. What incomprehensible possibility is 
ours! To participate God’s being is not about mapping out a 
bunch of good deeds to make up for our misdeeds. What is 
required is an interior transformation, a change of heart, like the 
“metamorphosis” of a caterpillar into a butterfly. For a caterpillar, 
this is a naturally occurring process. By contrast, my 
transformation does not happen without my choice. The choice to 
undergo an interior transformation then involves an examination 
of my desires. Some persons get caught up in the quality of 
desire called lust. They chase power, money, and social prestige, 
shutting down the human heart’s longing for the Holy. I must learn 
to recognize, to cherish, and to nurture the heart’s holy longings 
because my transformation begins with those longings. As I am 
transformed, my longing becomes “subordinate” to the Holy. But 
to be subordinate does not mean to become the victim of a tyrant 
who imposes his own man-made notions of holiness. To become 
subordinate to the Holy is to experience a re-configuration of my 
innermost longings. There arise feelings of gratitude, of trust, and 
of hope. A sense of providential divine friendship softens the pain 
of my poverties. I develop a kind of freedom from the insatiable 
destructive drive to accumulate wealth and power, and that frees 
up my desires so that I can be gentle, generous, and forgiving. 
Thus transformed—conformed to the risen Christ—I discover that, 
burdened and broken as I am, I “stand firm in the Lord.”

Paul exhorts us to make the choice to allow change. “[Jesus] will 
change our lowly body to conform with his glorified body.” We are 
invited to undergo change so that our being is capable of 
participating God’s being. What incomprehensible possibility is 
ours! To participate God’s being is not about mapping out a 
bunch of good deeds to make up for our misdeeds. What is 
required is an interior transformation, a change of heart, like the 
“metamorphosis” of a caterpillar into a butterfly. For a caterpillar, 
this is a naturally occurring process. By contrast, my 
transformation does not happen without my choice. The choice to 
undergo an interior transformation then involves an examination 
of my desires. Some persons get caught up in the quality of 
desire called lust. They chase power, money, and social prestige, 
shutting down the human heart’s longing for the Holy. I must learn 
to recognize, to cherish, and to nurture the heart’s holy longings 
because my transformation begins with those longings. As I am 
transformed, my longing becomes “subordinate” to the Holy. But 
to be subordinate does not mean to become the victim of a tyrant 
who imposes his own man-made notions of holiness. To become 
subordinate to the Holy is to experience a re-configuration of my 
innermost longings. There arise feelings of gratitude, of trust, and 
of hope. A sense of providential divine friendship softens the pain 
of my poverties. I develop a kind of freedom from the insatiable 
destructive drive to accumulate wealth and power, and that frees 
up my desires so that I can be gentle, generous, and forgiving. 
Thus transformed—conformed to the risen Christ—I discover that, 
burdened and broken as I am, I “stand firm in the Lord.”
