We 
have all known the pain of praying for healing that did not come, of 
feeling powerless in the face of disease and death. How can these 
promises be true? Perhaps our problem is that in hearing these 
promises, we expect to do these greater works in the same way that 
Jesus did them -- with miraculous power that instantly solves the 
problem at hand. Yet even miracles are not guaranteed to produce faith. 
Many in John’s Gospel who witness the “signs” that Jesus performs 
have trouble seeing the work of God right before their eyes. Toward the 
end of John’s Gospel, Thomas sees the risen Lord and confesses, “My 
Lord and my God!”
